INTRODUCING OF SCHOOL- RECORDS/REGISTER FOR TEACHERS FOR THE EFFECTIVE IMPLEMENTATION OF CCE

What is Continuous and Comprehensive Evaluation (CCE)?

Evaluation is the indispensable part of the educational process, as some form of assessment is necessary to determine the effectiveness of the teaching-learning process and their assimilation by the learners.
Our traditional examination system calls for rote memorization and fails to test the higher order thinking skills like reasoning and analysis, lateral thinking, creativity and judgment. Hence these examinations make no allowance for different types of learners and learning environments and induce an in-ordinate level of anxiety and stress among students and their patents.

This calls for a functional and reliable system of school based evaluation which ensures a holistic assessment of the learner which also includes co-scholastic areas of life skills, attitude & values, sports & games as well as co-curricular activities. The CCE Scheme aims at addressing this in a holistic manner.

The CCE aims at reducing the emphasis on external examination and encouraging internal assessment. Thus the CCE Scheme is expected to bring about a paradigm shift from examination to effective pedagogy.
What has the Board done so far?

The CBSE has conducted a series of workshops, seminars and training sessions for the stakeholders throughout the length and breadth of the country so as to sensitize them about the indispensability of implementing the CCE scheme in schools. Through these workshops and seminars, the resource persons of the Board have explained in detail to the teachers, parents and Heads of institutions, how this scheme would help and benefit the children. The Board has also taken elaborate measures to address the concerns of the stakeholders in this regard.

What is the CONFEDERATION Planning to do?
Schools have the freedom to design and prepare the records and registers of assessment on the basis of the direction given in the CCE Teacher’s Manual.

Keeping a continuous track of assessments and maintaining its records are highly essential for the successful and effective implementation of the CCE scheme as envisaged by CBSE. For this purpose, various such registers are required at different stages.

CONFEDERARION OF KERALA SAHODAYA COMPLEXES has developed sufficient Record Books for the use of teachers for maintaining a child’s cumulative assessments done in the Continuous and comprehensive manner. This will enable the schools to have a uniform pattern of records.

A brief description of the Records  /  Registers designed by the CONFEDERATION for this purpose is given below.

1. Mark entry sheets for Various subjects.

Formative Assessments are to be done throughout the year and could begin even from the first week of the academic year. The criterion for making Formative Assessments varies from subject to subject and hence a common mark entry sheet will not bring the desired outcome. Keeping separate sheets with different header rows will be helpful for the teachers to observe all the criteria and to complete assessments in the stipulated time but at one’s own pace.

2. Cumulative Class Register
This Register contains different pages and details of the whole class could be accommodated in a single register. Separate pages designed for each item mentioned in the REPORT BOOK Format (published by CBSE). Excerpts of the Class register are to be entered in to the Report Books of candidates at the end of Class IX and X in respective years.

A class Register is an easy reference book for the class teacher. The Principal shall issue this register to the class teachers at the end of each quarter and the pages are to be filled by the class teacher in consultation with the subject teachers and will be kept in the safe custody of the Principal.

      Progress Report Book (Scholar’s Register)
This register is meant for the Self Assessment as well as the teacher’s assessment of the student, and is a highly useful source of information for Open House programs. This book contains 24 pages. One book is meant exclusively for one student. All details regarding a student for three consecutive years could be recorded in a single book. It is ideal for the performance Analysis of the student both in Scholastic as well as Co scholastic areas. Entries in this register could be made in the presence of the scholar and is to be attested by the parent so that there won’t be any disputes regarding the entries made in the CCE Card later.
Proper maintenance of this register by a reliable teacher indeed will become an inspiration for the student to improve his performance in all areas.

4.       SCHOOL REGISTER
A School register is a solid document to be kept by the Principal for future use. One A3 sized page is set apart for each student. All details entered (except descriptive indicators) in the CCE Card of a child could be accommodated in a single page of this book. One register has 100 pages. Schools having several divisions of class X can have more than one book and others having less strength can use the same book for many years.
